President Davies directed staff to schedule a special board meeting prior to the
next regular board meeting in July for consideration of Items M and N. Dr. Brady
pointed out the postponement would change the effective date of the proposed rates
and charges and the budget for FY 2016/17. Director Wolk remarked the postponement
would provide an opportunity for the Fiscal Policy & Insurance Committee to ask staff
additional questions that recently developed concerning the proposed budget and rates.

PUBLIC COMMENT
Members of the public are invited to address the Board of Directors on an y item that is

within the subject matter jurisdiction of the legislative body. The Board President may
limit comments to three (3) minutes.

David Vered stepped to the podium and stated he recently purchased a home in
Fallbrook and in May received a letter from the District stating there was an unpaid bill
from the previous property owner that was his responsibility and if the bill was not paid
within 60 days, his water would be turned off. Mr. Vered disagreed with the District's
policy, suggested the policy be reconsidered, and asserted the District could have been
more diligent in its efforts to collect the unpaid balance from the previous owner prior to
sending him a letter.

Discussion ensued concerning the District's policy, and the Board suggested the
policy be reviewed to ensure all efforts are made to collect unpaid bills from former
property owners prior to a demand for payment from new property owners.

Donna Gebhart stepped to the podium, stated she represents the Fallbrook Trails
Council (FTC), and distributed handouts to the Board. Mrs. Gebhart reported that
Western Rivers Conservancy (WRC) has not received an answer to the grant
application for a management plan; and in the interim, a volunteer has prepared a
management plan framework proposal, which was provided to WRC. FTC and WRC
will meet in July to discuss their combined efforts to secure grant funding. Lastly, the

FTC completed the summer trails clean-up, continues to pay for trash removal, and has
arranged for an Eagle Scout to build a kiosk at the Sandia Creek trailhead.

Tracy West stepped to the podium concerning his sewer rates and stated he
uses a considerable amount of water outdoors for irrigation and that water does not flow
into the sewer. Discussion ensued, and the Board suggested Mr. West meet with staff
to discuss his concerns and informed him of his right to file a sewer appeal.

Richard Einez stepped to the podium and stated he lives in Vista and owns land
in Fallbrook. Mr. Einez asked why the operations charge is twice as much on his
Fallbrook bill as it is on his bill from Vista. Dr. Brady explained that 80% of Fallbrook's
fixed charges are funded by the operations charge and Vista includes more of its fixed
charges in the commodity rate. Dr. Brady invited Mr. Einez to meet with staff for further
discussion.

Patricia McPhee stepped to the podium and asked how much money was
included in the budget for LAFCO, and the Board replied that LAFCO was not included
in the budget.

G. CONSIDER AWARD OF PAVING CONTRACTORS FOR FISCAL YEAR 2016/17

Recommendation: That the Board authorize an asphalt paving contract not-to-exceed a
total of $78,500 based on the unit costs bid to George W. Weir Asphalt Construction as
the primary contractor with Peters Paving being the secondary contractor using their
unit costs bid. That the Board authorize a concrete paving contract not to exceed
$25,000 to Medina Construction based on the unit costs in their bid. By utilizing this

approach the District will be able to minimize impacts due to pipeline repair and
construction.

Mr. Bebee reported that due to large lag times from when a job is completed until
final paving, the District receives numerous complaints from the public concerning
adverse road conditions caused by temporary patching. Mr. Bebee further reported that
the District's current approach is to group multiple jobs into one bid that results in delays
in final paving. The request for the Board is based on unit costs and is the approach
used by other districts. The unit cost approach will provide for final paving following the
completion of a job and will eliminate temporary patching on roads for extended periods
of time.

Mr. Bebee pointed out that in addition to the primary paving contractor, a
secondary paving contractor has been included in the award to accommodate
scheduling conflicts and ensure final paving is done quickly. A secondary concrete
contractor was not included in the award since concrete work is only needed for minor
repairs, such as driveways.

H. CONSIDER DISTRICT FLEET REPLACEMENT PROGRAM

Recommendation: That the Board approve the purchase of two Ford F150 4x2s for
$25,317.31 each and two Ford F150 4x4s for $28,848.91 each for a total of
$108,332.44 from Fritts Ford Fleet Center in Riverside who was the lowest responsive
bidder in order to maintain a reliable District fleet to maintain the current level of service
for infrastructure maintenance and to respond to and address pipeline leaks and
failures.

Mr. Bebee reported that the long-term plan for fleet replacement was reviewed
last year and identified vehicles for replacement and the years the replacements would
be made; however, due to the fleet's age, the replacement rate may need to be
accelerated in the years to come.

Director Gebhart inquired if 5-year maintenance costs for different makes and
models had been taken into consideration as part of the purchasing process. Mr.
Bebee provided a brief overview of the District's purchasing practices for vehicles.
Afterwards, the Board requested that 5-year maintenance costs be included in the
bidding process.

Director Wolk inquired if vehicle mileage was monitored, if maintenance records
were kept, and if vehicles were rotated in the fleet. Mr. Bebee briefly explained fleet
management and maintenance practices.

l. CONSIDER AMI METER SERVICE REPLACEMENT PROGRAM, YEAR TWO (2)

Recommendation: That the Board approve the purchase of Badger meters (National
Meter and Automation Inc.) per attached for $220,147.20 (including sales tax) and
Inland Water Works Supply Co. for 100W ERTs per attached for $102,241.44 (including
sales tax) in order to replace existing drive-by radio read meters that have reached the
end of their useful life with fixed network AMI meters that will provide additional real time
waler usage monitoring tools for the District’s customers.

Mr. Bebee reported the District is in the process of transitioning to fixed-network
meters from radio-read meters and that fixed-network meters have the capacity to
provide real time data to customers. Mr. Bebee further reported the replacements
would take place over five years and would be done by staff. Mr. Bebee emphasized
that the request is for meters and the electronics for those meters.

President Davies asked if customers would be able to set alarms on water
usage. Mr. Bebee explained that as the District switches to fixed-network meters,
customers will be able to set alarms and monitor usage through WaterSmart.

Director Gebhart asked how long the new meters would last, and Mr. Bebee
stated approximately 15 years in accordance with the American Water Works
Association's standards.

Director Wolk inquired on the methodology for replacement of meters throughout
the District. Mr. Bebee explained that replacements are based on geography and the
first phase of replacements began near Olive Hill and would gradually move north.

J. CONSIDER UPDATING ARTICLE 26, WATER SHORTAGE RESPONSE
PROGRAM, OF THE ADMINISTRATIVE CODE AND ADOPTING RESOLUTION
NO. 4885

Recommendation: That the Board amend Article 26, Water Shortage Response
Program, of the Administrative Code, and adopt Resolution No. 4885.

Mr. Marchand reported the proposed changes comply with the May 9, 2016
Executive Order by Governor Brown to add conservation measures during normal
conditions, prohibit using potable water for ornamental turf on public streets, prohibit the
application of potable water to landscapes during or within 48 hours of rainfall, and
regulate irrigation with potable water of landscapes on new construction of homes and
buildings.

Dr. Brady noted that Article 26 already includes most of the conservation
measures in the Governor's Executive Order.

MOTION:  Director McDougal moved to approve staff's recommendation and adopt
Resolution No. 4885; Director Anderson seconded. Motion carried :

K. CONSIDER ADOPTING A POLICY TO ESTABLISH THE LEVEL OF DETAIL IN
THE MINUTES AND LENGTH OF TIME TO RETAIN DIGITAL RECORDINGS OF
BOARD MEETINGS

Recommendation: Staff supports the Board’s direction.

Dr. Brady reported that on February 22, 2016, the Board took action to direct
staff to use summary minutes for board meetings for a short trial period. Dr. Brady
further reported the trial period ended in May and staff is looking for direction on the
style of minutes for future board meetings.

Director Wolk remarked that the most appropriate style for minutes is summary
and that it is unnecessary to include detailed discussion in the minutes. Director Wolk
added that public comments should be limited to one or two sentences and discussion
by directors of action items should be general in nature.

MOTION:  Director McDougal moved to adopt summary minutes for board meetings

and to retain digital recordings for one year; Director Wolk seconded.
Motion failed; second withdrawn.
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Director Wolk explained that he withdrew his second because he is in favor of
destroying recordings once the minutes for those meetings are board-approved.

Director Gebhart asserted the County of San Diego and other agencies use
verbatim minutes and said, "It's the only way we can be judged as public servants."

Director McDougal called a point of order noting that Director Wolk withdrew his
second to the motion. President Davies called for a second to Director McDougal's
motion. Hearing none, the motion failed for lack of a second. President Davies called

for a subsequent motion.

MOTION:  Director Gebhart moved for minutes that are detailed and include
attribution; President Davies seconded. (Restated prior to vote.)

Director Gebhart asserted that members of the public frequently query the
recordings for what was said during meetings. Additionally, the public must pay $10 per
recording and purchase special software to listen to the recordings.

Director Wolk did not agree that the County of San Diego keeps verbatim
minutes nor are there numerous requests for recordings by the public. Discussion
followed, and it was noted that recordings are available to those who wish to listen to
everything that was said during a meeting.

President Davies suggested that summary minutes be used for routine items
and verbatim minutes be used for sensitive issues. President Davies emphasized that
any director would be allowed to request verbatim discussion in the minutes.

Director McDougal mentioned that the District incurs unnecessary costs in staff
time for verbatim minutes and reiterated that recordings are a verbatim record of
meetings.

MOTION: Director McDougal moved to adopt summary minutes for board meetings
and to retain digital recordings for one year. President Davies established
a motion was on the table; therefore, another motion could not be
entertained. Motion failed.

Director Gebhart remarked that detail in the minutes assists with follow up of past
discussions.

Mr. Bebee emphasized that the responsibility to determine what is important for
inclusion in the minutes is placed on the board secretary; therefore, it would be helpful if
directors identified when they wanted verbatim transcription.

Dr. Brady explained that verbatim minutes have never been used and constitute
a transcript of the meeting. Dr. Brady suggested including more attribution in the
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Fallbrook Public Utility District
Regular Board Meeting / Public Hearing

minutes rather than verbatim discussion. Dr. Brady added the Board retains the option
of directing staff to expand discussion in the minutes as has been done in the past.

President Davies requested that Director Gebhart restate his previous motion.

MOTION:  Director Gebhart moved to retain recordings for one year and that
summary minutes, as developed in the January and February board
minutes, be re-established with consent items, and other items with little or
no discussion, be only recorded as to vote; and for other items with
extensive board discussion and public input, that sufficient detail and
attribution be included in the minutes to develop a satisfactory record;

Dr. Brady presented a slide show of the 2016-17 final budget, to include funding
for operations and maintenance, capital projects, and debt service.

Dr. Brady began his presentation with discussion of staffing and stated a sinking
fund was included in the 2016-17 budget with proposed funding of $100,000 in order to
mitigate future CalPERS rate spikes. Dr. Brady followed with an overview of the water
operating budget stating that water commodity rates would adjust on January 1, 2017,
and all other rates and charges would adjust following approval. Dr. Brady noted that
Water Shortage Level 1 has been declared, the three-tiered rate structure has been
resumed, and agricultural rates will no longer include penalties for exceeding
allocations. Dr. Brady added that the San Diego County Water Authority (SDCWA) and
the Metropolitan Water District of Southern California’'s (MWD) rates and charges have
been passed through and included in the proposals. Dr. Brady provided a brief
summary of the proposed adjustments to the rates and charges and the revenues and
expenses projected for the water department.

Dr. Brady continued the slide show presentation with an overview of the
wastewater department operating budget and noted a new methodology for sewer rates
began in FY 2009-10 that assumes 90% of water used by a customer is returned to the
sewer. Dr. Brady discussed sewer rates for individual user classes and also discussed
charges other than rates that are included in sewer bills.  Dr. Brady provided a brief
summary of the proposed adjustments to the rates and charges and the revenues and
expenses projected for the wastewater department.
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Moving on to an overview of the recycled water department, Dr. Brady pointed
out that the budget projects that recycled water sales will increase due to the completion
of the East Line Extension Project. Dr. Brady provided a brief summary of the proposed
adjustments to the rates and charges and the revenues and expenses projected for the
recycled water department.

Dr. Brady continued his presentation with an overview of the capital budget. Dr.
Brady reviewed the various capital projects for the water department that are planned
and noted $4 million has been budgeted for those projects. Dr. Brady added that
several other projects will be funded by the capital improvement charge. Dr. Brady
stated that $1 million has been budgeted for funding of wastewater department and
recycled department projects and $350,000 has been budgeted for administrative
department projects.

C. CONSIDER AWARD OF SOLAR MIXER FOR WATER RECLAMATION PLANT
(WRP)
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Recommendation: That the Board authorize award of the Solar Mixing System to
Medora Corporation for $39,978 at the WRP in order to reduce electrical operating
costs at the WRP.

Mr. Bebee reported that a recycled storage pond was built during the upgrades to
the wastewater treatment plant. The pond was designed to provide for the flow of water
through the pond to reduce algae growth. Mr. Bebee further reported that although
mixing off the high pressure line was implemented, algae growth continues to be higher
than anticipated and has increased energy costs. This project would replace the current
method with a solar mixer that will float in the pond and mix the water, and the solar
mixer will save the District approximately $100 per day in energy costs with a one-year
payback period. Mr. Bebee stated the project has been included in the budget and the
recommendation is to award the project to Medora Corporation in the sum of $39,978.

Director Wolk inquired if there were other improvements to the wastewater
treatment plant that would be needed in the future. Mr. Bebee remarked there were
items, such as, window and door replacements, equipment systems that need overhaul,
and other miscellaneous items, that were not included in the upgrades but have been
budgeted. Mr. Bebee offered to review the capital budget with the Board to provide a
more detailed explanation of projects projected over the next 5 to 10 years.

Recommendation: That the Board approve the attached Change Order #2 for the Plant
2 Forcemain Replacement Project to address changes required for differing existing
utility locations and additional paving required by the county and increase the contract
amount for JR Filanc Construction Co. to $703,347.52.

Mr. Bebee reported that during the course of construction of the Plant 2
Forcemain Replacement Project, field modifications were required to reroute around
existing utilities that resulted in additional work for the contractor. Additionally,
construction took place in South Mission Road requiring repaving to the section of
South Mission Road affected by construction. Mr. Bebee indicated the County of San
Diego is requiring paving beyond its standards due to high use and speeds on South
Mission Road that will result in additional paving. Mr. Bebee emphasized that the
County of San Diego will not close the permit unless the additional paving is done. Mr.
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Bebee explained that half of the change order is for the field modifications and the other
half is for the additional paving required by the County of San Diego and that $150,000
for the change order was included in the budget.

Director McDougal reported that he, Director Gebhart, and Dr. Brady met with
Chris Livoni of Supervisor Horn's office last Thursday concerning the District's interest in
potentially activating latent powers for parks and recreation. Director McDougal further
reported that Mr. Livoni suggested meeting with Brian Albright, the Director of Parks and
Recreation for the County of San Diego, and that meeting will be scheduled in the near
future. Director McDougal added that Mr. Livoni commented that if the County of San
Diego did not support the District's plans, there would be no need to move forward.

President Davies reiterated that Information Item H, Update by Western Rivers
Conservancy, was added to the agenda and would be next.

Director Gebhart recused himself and left the room at 4:32 p.m.
H: UPDATE BY WESTERN RIVERS CONSERVANCY

Presented by: Peter Colby, Western Rivers Conservancy

Mr. Colby stepped to the podium and stated he would provide an update of the
efforts of Western Rivers Conservancy (WRC) relative to the purchase and sale
agreement and would discuss three key challenges of the agreement: (1) finding

funding for the purchase, (2) finding a long-term owner for the property, and (3) putting
together a management plan on how the property would be managed for the long-term.
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Mr. Colby stated the due diligence period for the contract ended and due
diligence is now complete; however, there were minor issues with the title that are being
resolved. Mr. Colby further stated a report was done on the environmental condition of
the property and there were no significant issues found. Mr. Colby advised that the
closing was to occur by December 31, 2016, but WRC plans to exercise its option to
extend the closing date by six months and will place an additional deposit for the
extension.

Mr. Colby continued with discussion of the first key challenge--finding funding for
the purchase. Mr. Colby stated that WRC is anticipating grant funding in the sum of $1
million from the EMP Program of the California Resources Agency and $2.5 million from
the Wildlife Conservation Board. In addition to those monies, WRC is anticipating the
Department of Defense (DoD) will provide $5 million in funding under their REPI
Program. Mr. Colby explained that the current appraisal has aged-out and is being
updated and the new appraisal could potentially increase the contribution from the DoD
to $6.5 million. Moreover, County Service Area No. 81 has discussed contributing
$500,000 towards funding. Those funds along with WRC's contributions will total the full
amount for the acquisition. Mr. Colby noted the REPI money is available now and other
funding will be available in the first quarter of next year.

Mr. Colby continued with discussion of the second key challenge--finding a long-
term owner for the property. Mr. Colby reported that the Parks & Recreation
Department for the County of San Diego (County) in a recent meeting confirmed they
have no funds for the acquisition or management of the property. Mr. Colby further
reported that WRC has recently begun discussions with The Wildlands Conservancy
(Wildlands). Mr. Colby explained that Wildlands has a system of preserves throughout
California and claim to be the largest private, non-profit land owner and provider of
environmental education services in California. Mr. Colby emphasized that all of
Wildlands' preserves are open to the public and are free of charge and said, "They are
very excited about taking this on and bringing it into their preserve system, and again,
opening it to the public." Mr. Colby pointed out Wildlands is willing to use their
resources to manage the property for the long term and will help get funding if there
were a shortfall. Mr. Colby asserted that Wildlands is impressed with the amount of
public access and the amount of public support and said, "They are anxious to work
with community members, here, to find the best way to manage the property for public
access and to preserve the resources that are out there." Mr. Colby continued to say,
"....this looks like a good partnership and that it's a partnership that can provide the
long-term stewardship and the kind of management of that property and the open
access that everybody here wants to have."

Mr. Colby concluded his presentation with discussion of the third key challenge--
putting together a management plan on how the property would be managed for the
long-term. Mr. Colby asserted that a management plan is a requirement of the contract
and is also required by most funders. Mr. Colby explained that under the contract,
WRC must present to the Board a long term steward, how the property will be
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managed, and how public access will be provided. Mr. Colby described that a process
must be developed to identify how resources and public access would be preserved and
stated he met with Wildlands earlier in the day for discussion of the contract and moving
forward with the management planning process. In the meeting, it was discussed that
the management plan would be a joint effort led by the Wildlands Conservancy and the
Fallbrook Trails Council would lead the trails element of the plan. Mr. Colby affirmed
that WRC, the District, the Department of Fish and Wildlife along with other resource
agencies, and members of the community would be involved in the process. Mr. Colby
explained that as part of the process, the plan will look at how access will be managed
and will determine whether any changes need to be done in the public access that
exists today. Mr. Colby acknowledged that he was aware community members would
like to see no changes at all in the level of access. Mr. Colby said, "Our goal would be
to present a plan that does exactly that--that maintains every bit of access, every bit of
openness that's there today." Mr. Colby added, "To the extent that can't be
accommodated fully by our funders, by the restrictions that come from our funders, or
by just simply what we learn as we talk through the management process and what the
property has to offer, then we will bring it as close to that as we can...what we'll bring
will be as close to what we have today as possible...." Mr. Colby pledged that WRC, as
an organization, is committed to doing the best they can and added that if the Board
were to reject WRC's proposal, the contract would be terminated. Mr. Colby explained
that the management planning process would be done in two to three months and once
done, would provide a better idea of how to move forward.

Director Wolk inquired if a new appraisal would change the amount of money to
the District, and Mr. Colby replied it would not. Mr. Colby explained the appraiser will
appraise the fair market value of the property as a whole and the market value with the
DoD restricted use easement (RUE) on it.

Donna Gebhart of the Fallbrook Trails Council stepped to the podium and
distributed handouts to the Board relative to educational and volunteer opportunities
available at the Santa Margarita River trails. Mrs. Gebhart reported that representatives
from the Fallbrook Trails Council, Western Rivers Conservancy, and The Wildlands
Conservancy met earlier in the day to discuss the continuance of multi-use trials,
including equestrian use, in the Santa Margarita Valley.

Director Gebhart returned to the meeting at 4:58 p.m.

The purpose of this memorandum is to discuss FPUD’s options to record an equestrian easement
that will encumber the 1,384 acres to be sold to Western Rivers Conservancy (“Western”) under
the September 29, 2015 Purchase and Sale Agreement (“PSA™). Under paragraph 4 of the PSA,
Close of Escrow is set for December 31, 2016 unless extended by Western until June 30, 2017

by an increased deposit of $50,000.

The PSA provides that the sale and Close of Escrow are contingent upon mutual agreement
between FPUD and Western regarding three specific things, (i) the identity of a “Long Term
Steward,” (ii) a written “Long Term Steward Agreement,” and (iii) “Ongoing Access”
(which is defined in paragraph 8(c) to include permanent public equesirian use over the

Property).

Paragraph 8 (c) further provides that Western shall deliver one or more proposed Long Term
Steward Agreements to FPUD before the Close of Escrow. In response, FPUD is required to

deliver its written approval or disapproval to Western.

Under paragraph 8(c) of the PSA, FPUD has “absolute discretion to approve or disapprove” the
Long Term Steward and Long Term Steward Agreement; if FPUD does not approve, FPUD can
cancel the sale. Having said that, California real estate law provides that FPUD has a duty of
“good faith and fair dealing” to conduct good faith negotiations with Western regarding the
terms and conditions of the Long Term Steward Agreement. While FPUD will have the right to
reject any proposal by Western, the law requires FPUD to listen in good faith to the proposal(s)
Western comes up with before the Close of Escrow. If FPUD does not agree with these
proposal(s), so be it; FPUD has the right to cancel the contract. However, FPUD has the
obligation to allow Western to propose a reasonable Long Term Steward Agreement(s) with

Ongoing Access, and to listen to such proposal(s).

At the request of FPUD’s Board of Directors, I previously suggested easement language that
broadly preserves Ongoing Access across the Property consistent with the basic existing trial

system:

The permanent right in favor of the public to use the Property for non-
motorized multi-use recreational access, including equestrian access and
riding, hiking, generally consistent with the basic trail system in use on the
Property on the Effective Date, provided, however, that the location of
such trail system/easement shall float to the extent reasonably necessary to
accommodate changes in the condition of the Property caused by natural
movement of streams, rivers, erosion, or other natural conditions.

Based on the foregoing, two options require discussion.

1) Recordation Of An Equestrian Easement Before The Close Of Escrow.

One suggestion would be to record an equestrian easement over the Property sometime before
the Close of Escrow.

FPUD would have the right to do this, if and only if, Western agreed in writing, however, Mr.
Peter Colby from Western has stated they will not agree. Mr. Colby has stated that recording the
easement before the Close of Escrow would decrease the value of the Property and jeopardize

Western’s funding to buy the land.

Paragraphs 5 and 6 of the PSA provide FPUD will convey title to the Property by a Grant Deed
subject only to items approved in writing by Western. Therefore, if FPUD were to record an
easement before the Close of Escrow without the consent of Western, FPUD could be in breach

of the PSA.

Because of this, I strongly recommend that FPUD should not record any easement on the
Property without the prior written consent of Western.

(2)  Negotiate A Mutually Agreeable Long Term Steward Agreement For An Easement
That Will Record At The Close Of Escrow.

Consistent with the PSA, the preferred approach legally is to attempt to negotiate a Long Term
Steward Agreement with Western that would insure Ongoing Access acceptable to FPUD. This
could be accomplished by recording an easement at the Close of Escrow with language similar to

that quoted above.

Today, August 17, 2016, Jack Bebee and I met with Mr. Colby of Western, and Ms. Donna
Gebhart and other folks representing The Fallbrook Trails Council. Mr. Colby suggested that the
Long Term Steward Agreement provide in substance that all of the following happen
consecutively on the day escrow closes:

i FPUD conveys the 1,384 acres to Western.
’ The Conservation Easement records in favor of the USA (Camp Pendleton).
3. Western conveys the 1,384 acres to The Wildlands Conservancy, which will be
the “Long Term Steward.”
4, The Wildlands Conservancy grants an equestrian easement against the 1,384 in

favor of The Fallbrook Trails Council.

All of this must be agreed to in writing by FPUD, Western, The Wildlands Conservancy, and
The Fallbrook Trails Council as part of the Long Term Steward Agreement, and mutually
executed escrow instructions. The documentation would provide that the sale shall not occur

without sequence in 1-4 above.

The details of this approach would have to be negotiated and fleshed out, and approved by
FPUD, as well as the Western, The Wildlands Conservancy, and The Fallbrook Trails Council.
However, if properly structured, this approach is doable legally and would allow FPUD to have
its cake and eat it too, i.¢. sell the 1,384 acres for the full contract price without reducing its fair
market value by a pre-escrow easement, and still mandate permanent Ongoing Access for

equestrian use.

Conclusion.

I recommend that the Board instruct staff to continue to negotiate the Long Term Steward
Agreement consistent with Option (2) as required under the PSA. Option (2) will, of course,
require (i) further ongoing negotiations with Western, The Wildlands Conservancy, and The
Fallbrook Trails Council, and (ii) written mutual agreement of all four parties before the Close of

Escrow.

Purpose

Present to the Board for approval, award to GMC Electrical, Inc. the replacement and
repair of the corrosion control system for Sachse Tank for $24,103.

Summary

As part of the District tank recoating program staff has evaluated the condition and
effectiveness of the corrosion control systems. It has been determined that the cathodic
protection system at Sachse Tank is non-functional, with many components in need of
replacement.

A Request for Proposals (RFP) was prepared to replace the equipment. The District
received two proposals, one from Farwest Corrosion Control Company for $38,740, and
one from GMC Electrical for $24,103. Staff evaluated the proposal and determined that
both GMC and Far West are capable of making the necessary repairs.

Staff had budgeted $82,387 for cathodic protection repair and dive inspection in the
Water Capital Budget for FY 2016/17.

SUBJECT: As-needed SCADA Support Services

Purpose

To request for Board approval for entering into an agreement with SCADA
Integrations for as-needed SCADA support service not to exceed $75,000 per
year for the next three Fiscal Years.

Summary

The District utilizes a significant amount of remote monitoring and control of
water and wastewater systems in order to optimize operation of the system
and reduce operational labor requirements. Some specialized troubleshooting
and program support is necessary to maintain these systems. In 2014 the
District entered into an as-need contract with ATS| for as-needed SCADA
support services. The contract period ended at the end of Fiscal Year 15/16.
The District prepared a request for Qualifications and received proposal from
the following firms:

Black and Veatch

Hydroscientific West

North American Industry Tech (NAIT)
SCADA Integrations

TESCO

MSO Technology, Inc.

Ul e

District staff evaluated the proposals and determined that NAIT and SCADA
Integrations were the most qualified to meet the District's needs. Staff
interviewed both firms and determined that SCADA Integrations is the best
selection for the District.

The costs for these services were budgeted within capital projects or
operations and maintenance jobs where they are expected to be necessary.

Recommended Action

That the Board authorize the General Manager to enter into the attached three year
agreement with SCADA Integrations at $75,000 per year to provide necessary SCADA
support services to facilitate continued reliable operation of the water and wastewater
systems.
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PROFESSIONAL SERVICES CONTRACT

i PARTIES:

The parties to this contract are the FALLBROOK PUBLIC UTILITY DISTRICT (FPUD), a
local public agency and SCADA INTEGRATIONS, a California Corporation (Contractor).

2. SCOPE OF SERVICES:

The services to be provided by Contractor are providing SCADA maintenance, emergency
support, and system upgrade support services as described fully in Attachment A.

3 PAYMENT:

(a) Payment for services. FPUD shall pay for services performed in accordance with this
contract according to the payment and fee schedule contained in Attachment B.

(b) Reimbursement of expenses. Contractor will be reimbursed for actual, reasonable and
necessary expenses incurred in the performance of services in accordance with the expense
reimbursement schedule included in Attachment B.

(c) Maximum payment. The maximum payment under this contract for services and, if
authorized, reimbursement of expenses shall not exceed $75,000 per Fiscal Year (July 1 to June
30).

(d) Invoices. All invoices for services will be submitted on a monthly basis to the Contract
Manager. The FPUD generally will process and pay bills within thirty (30) days from receipt.
Each bill shall include an invoice showing the amount of services rendered during the billing
period and the fee for such services. If reimbursement of expenses is authorized, Contractor shall
submit monthly invoices for such expenses, including full documentation of each expense
incurred. Payments are subject to a final audit upon completion of services or other termination
of this contract.

(e) Audit of Records. Contractor shall maintain complete and accurate records of all

payrolls, expenditures, disbursements and other cost items charged to FPUD establishing the
basis for an invoice, for a minimum of four (4) years from the date of final payment to
Contractor. All such records shall be clearly identifiable. Contractor shall allow a FPUD
representative to inspect, examine, copy and audit such records during regular business hours
upon 24 hours' notice.

4. TIME FOR PERFORMANCE:

(a) Contractor will provide 24 hour As-needed service for the term of this contract. The
Contract expires June 30, 2019.
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Contractor shall not proceed from one phase or increment to the next without written
authorization from the Contract Manager.

(b) Extension of time for unforeseen circumstances. In the event that the Contractor is

unable to meet the completion date or schedule of services, if any, due to circumstances beyond
Contractor's reasonable control, such as war, riots, strikes, lockouts, work slow down or
stoppage, except strikes, lockouts, or work slow down or stoppage of Contractor's employees or
subcontractors, acts of God, such as floods or earthquakes, and electrical blackouts or brownouts,
Contractor shall inform the Contract Manager of the additional time required to perform the
work and the Contract Manager may adjust the schedule.

i STANDARD OF PERFORMANCE:

Contractor's services shall be performed in accordance with generally accepted professional
practices and principles and in a manner consistent with the level of care and skill ordinarily
exercised by members of Contractor's profession currently practicing under similar conditions.
Whenever the scope of work requires or permits approval by the FPUD, it is understood to be
approval solely for the purposes of conforming to the requirements of the scope of work and not
acceptance of any professional or other responsibility for the work. Such approval does not
relieve the Contractor of responsibility for complying with the standard of performance or laws,
regulations, industry standards, or from liability for damages caused by negligent acts, errors,
omissions, noncompliance with industry standards, or the willful misconduct of Contractor or its
subcontractors. By delivery of completed work, Contractor certifies that the work conforms to
the requirements of this contract and all applicable federal, state and local laws. If Contractor is
retained to perform services requiring a license, certification, registration or other similar
requirement under California law, Contractor shall maintain that license, certification,
registration or other similar requirement throughout the term of this Contract.

6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR:

Contractor is an independent contractor. Neither Contractor nor any of Contractor's officers,
employees, agents or subcontractors, if any, is an employee of FPUD by virtue of this contract or
performance of any work under this contract.

T ASSIGNMENT:

Contractor shall not assign or transfer voluntarily or involuntarily any of its rights, duties, or
obligations under this contract without the express written consent of FPUD in each instance.

8. CONTRACTOR'S EMPLOYEES:

(a) Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986. Contractor is aware of the requirements of the
Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986 and shall comply with those requirements,
including, but not limited to, verifying the eligibility for employment of all of Contractor's
agents, employees, 'subcontractors and Contractors that are included in this contract.

(b)  Limitation of FPUD. The payment made to Contractor pursuant to this contract shall be
the full and complete compensation to which Contractor and Contractor's officers, employees,
agents and subcontractors are entitled for: performance of any work under this contract. Neither

Contractor nor Contractor's officers or employees are entitled to any salary or wages, or
retirement, health, leave or other fringe benefits applicable to employees of FPUD. FPUD will
not make any federal or state tax withholdings on behalf of Contractor. FPUD shall not be
required to pay any workers' compensation insurance on behalf of Contractor.

(c) Indemnification for Employee Payments. Contractor agrees to defend and indemnify
FPUD for any obligation, claim, suit or demand for tax, retirement contribution including my
contribution to the Public Employees Retirement System (PERS), social security, salary or
wages, overtime payment, or workers' compensation payment which FPUD may be required to
make on behalf of Contractor or any employee of Contractor, or any employee of Contractor
construed to be an employee of FPUD, for work done under this contract. This is a continuing
obligation that survives the termination of this contract.

o, FAIR EMPLOYMENT PRACTICES:
(a) Contractor acknowledges and agrees to abide by the following policy of FPUD that states:

to reasonable attorneys' fees, court costs, and costs of alternative dispute resolution) resulting
from any claim of discrimination or harassment, including but not limited to sexual harassment,
arising from the conduct of the Contractor or any of the Contractor's officers, employees, agents,
licensees, or subcontractors. In the event of a discrimination or harassment complaint against any
employee, agent, licensee or subcontractor of the Contractor or its subcontractors, the Contractor
shall take immediate and appropriate action in response to such complaint, 'including, but not
limited to termination or appropriate discipline of any responsible employee, agent, licensee or
subcontractor. The provisions of this Section survive completion of the services or termination of
the Contract.

10.  WORKPLACE CONDUCT AND BEHAVIOR:

Contractor and Contractor's officers, employees, agents and subcontractors shall comply with
FPUD’s Substance-free Work Place Policy, Information and Communications Systems Policy,
and other roles and regulations governing work place safety, conduct and behavior, for any
portion of the work performed on the premises of FPUD or using FPUD’s facilities or
equipment.

11. OWNERSHIP OF WORK PRODUCT:

Upon delivery, the work product, including without limitation, all original reports, writings,
recordings, drawings, files, and detailed calculations developed under this contract are the
property of FPUD. Contractor agrees that all copyrights which arise from creation of the work
pursuant to this contract shall be vested in FPUD and waives and relinquishes all claims to
copyright or other intellectual property rights in favor of FPUD. FPUD acknowledges that its use
of the work product is limited to the purposes contemplated by the scope of work and that the
Contractor makes no representation of the suitability of the work product for use in or
application to circumstances not contemplated by the scope of work. Contractor will maintain
proprietary rights to any specialized Kingfisher applications developed by Contractor. For
ClearSCADA applications, Contractor will maintain proprietary rights to special Contractor
developed scripting & configuration, but not any general programming of control logic or
screens. Contractor will notify the District prior to performing any specialized proprietary work.

12. CHANGES IN WORK:
No payment for changed or additional work shall be made unless the changed or additional work
has first been approved in writing by the Contract Manager and the parties have agreed upon the

appropriate adjustment, if any, to the payment schedule and maximum payment amount for the
changed or additional work. The Contract Manager may order changes or additions to the scope

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of work. Whether a change or addition to the scope of work is proposed by the Contractor or
ordered by the Contract Manager, the parties shall in good faith negotiate an appropriate
adjuslment, if any, to the payment schedule and maximum payment for the changed or
additional work. An approved change or addition, along with the payment adjustment, if any,
will be effective upon an amendment to this contract executed by both parties. The amendment
shall not render ineffective or invalidate unaffected portions of this contract.

13. CONFIDENTIALITY:

(a) Confidential Nature of Information. Contractor shall treat all information obtained from
FPUD in the performance of this contract as confidential and proprietary to FPUD. Contractor
shall treat all records and work product prepared or maintained by Contractor in the performance
of this contract as confidential.

(b)  Limitation on use and disclosure. Contractor agrees that it will not use any information
obtained as a consequence of the performance of work for any purpose other than fulfillment of
Contractor's scope of work. Contractor will not disclose any information prepared for FPUD, or
obtained from FPUD or obtained as a consequence of the performance of work to any person
other than FPUD, or its own employees, agents or subcontractors who have a need for the
information for the performance of work under this contract unless such disclosure is specifically
authorized in writing by FPUD.

(c) Survival. Contractor's obligations under this paragraph shall survive the termination of
this contract.

14. PROHIBITED INTEREST:

No official or employee of FPUD who is authorized in such capacity on behalf of FPUD to
negotiate, make, accept, or approve, or take part in negotiating, making, accepting, or approving
this contract, shall become directly or indirectly interested in this contract or in any part thereof.
No officer or employee of FPUD who is authorized in such capacity and on behalf of FPUD to
exercise any executive, supervisory, or similar functions in connection with the performance of
this contract shall become directly or indirectly interested personally in this contract or any part
thereof.

15.  CONFLICT OF INTEREST:

(a) Local Contflict of Interest Code Compliance. FPUD has determined, based on the scope
of the services to be provided by Contractor under this contract, that this contract does not confer
on Contractor or any of Contractor's, employees the status of a "designated employee" or
"Consultant” of FPUD for the purposes of FPUD's Local Conflict of Interest Code and the
California Political Reform Act.

(b) Disqualification. Contractor shall not make or participate in making or in any way
attempt to use Contractors position to influence a governmental decision in which Contractor
knows or has reason to know Contractor has a direct or indirect financial interest other than the
compensation promised by this contract. Contractor will not have such interest during the term of
this contract. Contractor will immediately advise the General Counsel of FPUD if Contractor

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learns of a financial interest of Contractor's during the term of this contract. If Contractor's
participation in another FPUD project would create an actual or potential conflict of interest, in
the opinion of FPUD, FPUD may disqualify Contractor from participation in such other project
during the term of this Contract.

16. INDEMNIFICATION:

To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall indemnify, defend (with independent
counsel approved by FPUD) and hold harmless FPUD, and its directors, officers, and employees
from and against all liabilities (including without limitation all claims, losses, damages,
penalties, fines, and judgments, associated investigation and administrative expenses, and
defense costs, including but not limited to reasonable attorneys' fees, court costs and costs of
alternative dispute resolution) regardless of nature or type arising out of or resulting from any
error or negligent or wrongful act or omission of the Contractor or Contractor's officers,
employees, agents, or subcontractors. The Contractor's obligations apply regardless of whether or
not a liability is caused or contributed to by the negligence (including passive negligence) or
other act or omission of FPUD or any party indemnified under this Section. However, to the
extent that liability is caused by the active negligence or willful misconduct of an indemnified
party, the contractors indemnification obligation shall be reduced in proportion to the
indemnified party's share of liability for its active negligence or willful misconduct, if any, but,
the acceptance or approval of the Contractor's work or work: product by FPUD or any of its
directors, officers or employees shall not relieve or' reduce the Contractor's liability. The
provisions of this paragraph survive completion of the services or the termination of this
Contract. The provisions of this Section are not limited by the provisions of Section 17 relating
to insurance.

17.  INSURANCE:

(a) Requirement. Contractor shall procure and maintain during the period of performance of
this contract and for 24 months following completion, insurance from insurance companies
authorized to do business in the State of California, as set forth in this section. These policies
shall be primary insurance as to FPUD so that any other coverage held by FPUD shall not
contribute to any loss under. Contractor's insurance.
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General liability: (with coverage at least as broad as ISO form CO 00 01 10 01) coverage
in an amount not less than $1,000,000 general aggregate and $1,000,000 per occurrence for
general liability, bodily injury, personal injury, and property damage.

Automobile liability: (with coverage at least as broad as ISO form CA 00 01 10 01, for
“any auto") coverage in an amount not less than $1,000,000 per accident for personal injury,
including death, and property damage.

Product liability: (errors and omissions) for damage alleged to be as a result of errors,
omissions or negligent acts of Contractor’s production of software/programming/product
coverage in an amount not less than $1,000,000 per claim with a $2,000,000 aggregate.

Workers' compensation and employer's liability: coverage shall comply with the laws of
the State of California, but not less than an employer's liability limit of $1,000,000.

A deductible or retention maybe utilized, subject to approval by FPUD.
(b) Endorsements. The insurance policies shall be endorsed as follows:

For the commercial general liability insurance, FPUD (including its directors, officers,
employees, and agents) shall be named as additional insured, and the policy shall be endorsed
with a form equivalent to ISO form CO 20. 10 10 93, that contain the provisions required by this
contract.

Contractor's insurance is primary to any other insurance available to FPUD with respect
to any claim arising out of this Agreement. Any insurance maintained by FPUD shall be excess
of the Contractor's insurance and shall not contribute with it. The Contractor's endorsement of
insurance shall include a waiver of any rights of subrogation against FPUD, and its directors,
officers, employees and agents.

Contractor's insurance will not be canceled, limited, amended, reduced in coverage
amount, or allowed to expire without renewal until after thirty (30) days' written notice has been
given to FPUD, or after ten (10) days' written notice in the case of cancellation for non-payment
of premium.

(©) Qualifications of Insurer. The insurance shall be provided by an acceptable insurance
provider, as determined by FPUD, which satisfies the following minimum requirements: An
insurance carrier admitted to do business in California and maintaining an agent for process
within the state. Such insurance carrier shall maintain a current A.M. Best rating classification of
“A-" or better and a financial size of "$10 million to $24 million (Class V) or better", or A
Lloyds of London program provided by syndicates of Lloyds of London and other London
insurance carriers, providing all participants are qualified to do business in California and the
policy provides for an agent for process in the state. Workers' Compensation and Employer's
Liability shall be provided by an A-V rated carrier or by the California State Compensation
Fund. If provided by a carrier other than California State Compensation Fund, Contractor shall
provide proof of the carrier's A-V rating to FPUD.
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(d) Provision of Insurance Prior to Commencement of Services. Before commencing any
services, Contractor shall furnish certificates of insurance and endorsements affecting coverage
on forms provided by FPUD, or on equivalent ISO forms that contain provisions required by this
contract.

18.  ACCIDENT REPORT:

Contractor shall immediately report (as soon as feasible, but not more than 24 hours) to FPUD
any accident or other occurrence causing injury to persons or property during the performance of
this Contract. If required by FPUD's Risk Manager, the report shall be made in writing and shall
include, at 3 minimum: (a) the names, addresses, and telephone numbers of the persons involved,
(b) the names, addresses and telephone numbers of any known witnesses, (¢) the date, time and
description of the accident or other occurrence.

19. COVENANT AGAINST CONTINGENT FEES:

Contractor agrees that its firm has not employed or retained any company or person, other than a
bona fide employee working for Contractor, to solicit or secure this contract, and that Contractor
has not paid or agreed to pay any company or person, other than. a bona fide employee, any fee,
commission, percentage, brokerage fee, gift, or any other consideration contingent upon, or
resulting from, the award or making of this contract. For breach or violation of this provision,
FPUD shall have the right to terminate this contract without liability, or, in its discretion, to
deduct from the contract price or consideration, or otherwise recover, the full amount of such fee,
commission, percentage, brokerage fees, gift, or contingent fee.

20. TERMINATION OR ABANDONMENT:

(a) FPUD's Rights. FPUD has the right to terminate or abandon any portion or all of the
work by giving ten (10) days' written notice. Upon receipt of a notice of termination, Contractor
shall perform no further work except as specified in the notice. Before the date of termination,
Contractor shall deliver to FPUD all work product, whether completed or not, as of the date of
termination and not otherwise previously delivered. FPUD shall pay Contractor for services
performed in accordance with this contract before the date of termination. If this contract
provides for payment of a lump sum for all services or by task and termination occurs before
completion of the work or any defined task which according to the performance schedule was
commenced before the notice of termination, the fee for services performed shall be based on an
amount mutually agreed to by FPUD and Contractor for the portion of work: completed in
conformance with this contract before the date of termination: In addition, FPUD will reimburse
Contractor for authorized expenses incurred and not previously reimbursed. FPUD shall not be
liable for any fees or costs associated for the termination or abandonment except for the fees, and
reimbursement of authorized expenses, payable pursuant to this section.

(b) Contractor's Rights. Contractor, if Contractor is not in default or breach, may terminate
Contractor's obligation to provide further services under this contract upon thirty (30) days'
written notice only in the event of a material default by FPUD, which default has not been cured
within thirty (30) days following the written notice.

21.  SUCCESSORS OR ASSIGNS:
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All terms, conditions, and provisions of this contract shall apply to and bind the respective heirs,
executors, administrators, successors, and assigns of the parties. Nothing in this paragraph is
intended to affect the limitation on assignment.

22. DAMAGE OR LOSS OF EQUIPMENT OR FACILITIES:

General Obligation. Contractor shall pay to FPUD the replacement cost of any equipment or
repair cost of any facilities provided by FPUD for Contractor's use in performance of services
that is lost or damaged by Contractor or Contractor's officers, employees, agents or
subcontractors.

23. ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATIONS:

During the course of this contract, communications may occur through sending, receiving or
exchanging electronic versions of documents and e-mails using commercially available computer
software and Internet access. Contractor and FPUD acknowledge that the Internet is occasionally
victimized by the creation and dissemination of so-called viruses, or similar destructive
electronic programs. Contractor and FPUD view the issues raised by these viruses seriously and
have invested in document and e-mail scanning software that identifies and reject files
containing known viruses. Contractor agrees to update its system with the software vendor's
most current releases at regular intervals. Because of the virus scanning software, the respective
computer systems of the parties may occasionally reject a communication. The parties
acknowledge that this occurrence is to be expected as part of the ordinary course of business.
Because the virus protection industry is generally one or two steps behind new viruses, neither
party can guarantee that its respective communications and documents will be virus free.
Occasionally, a virus will escape and go undetected as it is passed from system to system.
Although each party will use all reasonable efforts to assure that its communications are virus-
free, neither party warrants that its documents will be virus free. Each party agrees to advise the
other if it discovers a virus in its respective system that may have been communicated to the
other party.

24.  LAWS AND VENUE:

This contract and disputes arising out of or relating to the contract or the parties' relationship are
governed by the laws of the State of California. Any action or proceeding arising out of or
relating to the contract or the parties' relationship shall be brought in a state or federal court
situated in the County of San Diego, State of California.

25, ADMINISTRATION:

(a) Contractor's principal place of business and agent for service of process. Contractor's
principal place of business is Escondido, California. Contractor's agent for service of process is
Mark Maxfield, Project Manager.

(b)  FPUD’s Representative. FPUD’s representative for administration of this contract is
JASON CAVENDER, who is the designated Contract Manager. FPUD may change the Contract
Manager at any time upon notice to the Contractor.
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(c) Contractor's Representative. The Contractor's representative for administration of this
contract is Mark Maxfield, who is designated as the Project Manager. The Contractor may
change the Project Manager upon written notice to and approval by the Contract Manager.

(d)  Notices. Any notice or instrument required to be given or delivered by law or this
contract shall be effective upon receipt thereof and shall be by personal service or delivered by
depositing the same in any United States Post Office, registered or certified, postage prepaid,
addressed to:

SUBJECT: As-needed Water Reclamation Plant Operations support services

Purpose

To request for Board approval for entering into an agreement with Black and Veatch
for as-needed operational support services at the Water Reclamation Plant to
reduce operating costs not to exceed $40,000.

Summary

The District recently completed the upgrades to the Water Reclamation Plant. The
upgrades included significant modification to equipment and some modification in
the overall process control. The plant has reliable produced high quality recycled
water since the project completion, but there are opportunities to reduce energy and
chemical use to reduce long-term operating costs. Staff has been working with
Black and Veatch, who designed the plant upgrades to identify some approaches to
optimize operation and reduce costs. More detailed analysis and support is
necessary to further implement these improvements. The attached contract would
provide specialized support to District staff in order to implement these
improvements and provide troubleshooting support for on-going operations.

$45,000 was budgeted within the wastewater operations budget for these on-call
support services.

Recommended Action

That the Board authorize the General Manager to enter into the attached agreement with
Black and Veatch for not to exceed amount of $40,000 to provide Operational support at the
Water Reclamation Plant to reduce long-term operating costs.
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PROFESSIONAL SERVICES CONTRACT

1. PARTIES:

The parties to this contract are the FALLBROOK PUBLIC UTILITY DISTRICT (FPUD), a
local public agency and BLACK & VEATCH CORPORATION, a California Corporation

(Contractor).
2. SCOPE OF SERVICES:

The services to be provided by Contractor are: providing as-needed water reclamation plant
operational support services as described fully in Attachment A.

3, PAYMENT:

(a) Payment for services. FPUD shall pay for services performed in accordance with this
contract according to the payment and fee schedule contained in Attachment B.

(b) Reimbursement of expenses. Contractor will be reimbursed for actual, reasonable and
necessary expenses incurred in the performance of services in accordance with the expense
reimbursement schedule included in Attachment B.

(c) Maximum payment. The maximum payment under this contract for services and, if
authorized, reimbursement of expenses shall not exceed $40,000.

(d) Invoices. All invoices for services will be submitted on a monthly basis to the Contract
Manager. The FPUD generally will process and pay bills within thirty (30) days from receipt.
Each bill shall include an invoice showing the amount of services rendered during the billing
period and the fee for such services. If reimbursement of expenses is authorized, Contractor shall
submit monthly invoices for such expenses, including full documentation of each expense
incurred. Payments are subject to a final audit upon completion of services or other termination
of this contract.

(e) Audit of Records. Contractor shall maintain complete and accurate records of all
payrolls, expenditures, disbursements and other cost items charged to FPUD establishing the
basis for an invoice, for a minimum of four (4) years from the date of final payment to
Contractor. All such records shall be clearly identifiable. Contractor shall allow a FPUD
representative to inspect, examine, copy and audit such records during regular business hours
upon 24 hours' notice.

4, TIME FOR PERFORMANCE:

(a) Contractor will provide as-needed support services for the term of this contract. The

Contractor shall not proceed from one phase or increment to the next without written
authorization from the Contract Manager.

Contractor's reasonable control, such as war, riots, strikes, lockouts, work slow down or
stoppage, except strikes, lockouts, or work slow down or stoppage of Contractor's employees or
subcontractors, acts of God, such as floods or earthquakes, and electrical blackouts or brownouts,
Contractor shall inform the Contract Manager of the additional time required to perform the
work and the Contract Manager may adjust the schedule.

Se STANDARD OF PERFORMANCE:

Contractor's services shall be performed in accordance with generally accepted professional
practices and principles and in a manner consistent with the level of care and skill ordinarily
exercised by members of Contractor's profession currently practicing under similar conditions.
Whenever the scope of work requires or permits approval by the FPUD, it is understood to be
approval solely for the purposes of conforming to the requirements of the scope of work and not
acceptance of any professional or other responsibility for the work. Such approval does not
relieve the Contractor of responsibility for complying with the standard of performance or laws,
regulations, industry standards, or from liability for damages caused by negligent acts, errors,
omissions, noncompliance with industry standards, or the willful misconduct of Contractor or its
subcontractors. By delivery of completed work, Contractor certifies that the work conforms to
the requirements of this contract and all applicable federal, state and local laws. If Contractor is
retained to perform services requiring a license, certification, registration or other similar
requirement under California law, Contractor shall maintain that license, certification,
registration or other similar requirement throughout the term of this Contract.

6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR:

Contractor is an independent contractor. Neither Contractor nor any of Contractor's officers,
employees, agents or subcontractors, if any, is an employee of FPUD by virtue of this contract or
performance of any work under this contract.

i 5 ASSIGNMENT:

Contractor shall not assign or transfer voluntarily or involuntarily any of its rights, duties, or
obligations under this contract without the express written consent of FPUD in each instance.

8. CONTRACTOR'S EMPLOYEES:

(a) Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986. Contractor is aware of the requirements of the
Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986 and shall comply with those requirements,
including, but not limited to, verifying the eligibility for employment of all of Contractor's
agents, employees, 'subcontractors and Contractors that are included in this contract.
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(b) Limitation of FPUD. The payment made to Contractor pursuant to this contract shall be
the full and complete compensation to which Contractor and Contractor's officers, employees,
agents and subcontractors are entitled for: performance of any work under this contract. Neither
Contractor nor Contractor's officers or employees are entitled to any salary or wages, or
retirement, health, leave or other fringe benefits applicable to employees of FPUD. FPUD will
not make any federal or state tax withholdings on behalf of Contractor. FPUD shall not be
required to pay any workers' compensation insurance on behalf of Contractor.

(c) Indemnification for Employee Payments. Contractor agrees to defend and indemnify
FPUD for any obligation, claim, suit or demand for tax, retirement contribution including my
contribution to the Public Employees Retirement System (PERS), social security, salary or
wages, overtime payment, or workers' compensation payment which FPUD may be required to
make on behalf of Contractor or any employee of Contractor, or any employee of Contractor
construed to be an employee of FPUD, for work done under this contract. This is a continuing
obligation that survives the termination of this contract.

9. FAIR EMPLOYMENT PRACTICES:
(a) Contractor acknowledges and agrees to abide by the following policy of FPUD that states:

"(a) It 1s the policy of FPUD to protect and safeguard the right and opportunity of
all persons to seek, obtain, and hold employment without discrimination or abridgment
on account of race, color, ethnicity, national origin, ancestry, religion, creed, veteran
status, physical disability, mental disability, medical condition, marital status, sex, sexual
orientation, age, or other status protected from workplace discrimination by state or
federal law.

"(b) This section shall be interpreted in a manner that is consistent with the
California and United States Constitutions and applicable state and federal statutes
governing workplace discrimination.

Nothing in this section shall be interpreted as prohibiting regulations and policies to
prevent nepotism or conflicts of interest.

"(d) Nothing in this section shall be interpreted as prohibiting action taken to
establish or maintain eligibility for any federal program, where ineligibility would result
in a loss of federal funds to FPUD."

(b) Civil Rights Act Contractor agrees to comply with Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of
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1964, as amended, the California Fair Employment Practices Act, the Americans with
Disabilities Act of 1990, any other applicable federal and state laws and regulations hereinafter

enacted.

(c) FPUD Discrimination/Harassment Policy. Contractor and its officers, employees, agents
and subcontractors shall comply with FPUD Discrimination/Harassment Prohibition Policy in

performance of this contract.

(d) Indemnification. To the fullest extent permitted by law and without limitation by the
provisions of Section 19 relating to insurance, the Contractor shall also indemnify, defend and
hold harmless FPUD, and its directors, officers, employees and agents from and against all
liability (including without limitation all claims, damages, penalties, fines, and judgments,
associated investigation and administrative expenses, and defense costs, including but not limited
to reasonable attorneys' fees, court costs, and costs of alternative dispute resolution) resulting
from any claim of discrimination or harassment, including but not limited to sexual harassment,
arising from the conduct of the Contractor or any of the Contractor's officers, employees, agents,
licensees, or subcontractors. In the event of a discrimination or harassment complaint against any
employee, agent, licensee or subcontractor of the Contractor or its subcontractors, the Contractor
shall take immediate and appropriate action in response to such complaint, 'including, but not
limited to termination or appropriate discipline of any responsible employee, agent, licensee or
subcontractor. The provisions of this Section survive completion of the services or termination of
the Contract.

10. WORKPLACE CONDUCT AND BEHAVIOR:

Contractor and Contractor's officers, employees, agents and subcontractors shall comply with
FPUD’s Substance-free Work Place Policy, Information and Communications Systems Policy,
and other roles and regulations governing work place safety, conduct and behavior, for any
portion of the work performed on the premises of FPUD or using FPUD’s facilities or
equipment.

11. OWNERSHIP OF WORK PRODUCT:

Upon delivery, the work product, including without limitation, all original reports, writings,
recordings, drawings, files, and detailed calculations developed under this contract are the
property of FPUD. Contractor agrees that all copyrights which arise from creation of the work
pursuant to this contract shall be vested in FPUD and waives and relinquishes all claims to
copyright or other intellectual property rights in favor of FPUD. FPUD acknowledges that its use
of the work product is limited to the purposes contemplated by the scope of work and that the
Contractor makes no representation of the suitability of the work product for use in or
application to circumstances not contemplated by the scope of work. Contractor will notify the
District prior to performing any specialized proprietary work.

12. CHANGES IN WORK:
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No payment for changed or additional work shall be made unless the changed or additional work
has first been approved in writing by the Contract Manager and the parties have agreed upon the
appropriate adjustment, if any, to the payment schedule and maximum payment amount for the
changed or additional work. The Contract Manager may order changes or additions to the scope
of work. Whether a change or addition to the scope of work is proposed by the Contractor or
ordered by the Contract Manager, the parties shall in good faith negotiate an appropriate
adjuslment, if any, to the payment schedule and maximum payment for the changed or
additional work. An approved change or addition, along with the payment adjustment, if any,
will be effective upon an amendment to this contract executed by both parties. The amendment
shall not render ineffective or invalidate unaffected portions of this contract.

13. CONFIDENTIALITY:

(a) Confidential Nature of Information. Contractor shall treat all information obtained from
FPUD in the performance of this contract as confidential and proprietary to FPUD. Contractor
shall treat all records and work product prepared or maintained by Contractor in the performance
of this contract as confidential.

(b)  Limitation on use and disclosure. Contractor agrees that it will not use any information
obtained as a consequence of the performance of work for any purpose other than fulfillment of
Contractor's scope of work. Contractor will not disclose any information prepared for FPUD, or
obtained from FPUD or obtained as a consequence of the performance of work to any person
other than FPUD, or its own employees, agents or subcontractors who have a need for the
information for the performance of work under this contract unless such disclosure is specifically
authorized in writing by FPUD.

(c) Survival. Contractor's obligations under this paragraph shall survive the termination of
this contract.

14. PROHIBITED INTEREST:

No official or employee of FPUD who is authorized in such capacity on behalf of FPUD to
negotiate, make, accept, or approve, or take part in negotiating, making, accepting, or approving
this contract, shall become directly or indirectly interested in this contract or in any part thereof.
No officer or employee of FPUD who is authorized in such capacity and on behalf of FPUD to
exercise any executive, supervisory, or similar functions in connection with the performance of
this contract shall become directly or indirectly interested personally in this contract or any part
thereof.

15. CONFLICT OF INTEREST:

(a) Local Conflict of Interest Code Compliance. FPUD has determined, based on the scope
of the services to be provided by Contractor under this contract, that this contract does not confer
on Contractor or any of Contractor's, employees the status of a "designated employee" or
"Consultant” of FPUD for the purposes of FPUD's Local Conflict of Interest Code and the
California Political Reform Act.
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(b) Disqualification. Contractor shall not make or participate in making or in any way
attempt to use Contractors position to influence a governmental decision in which Contractor
knows or has reason to know Contractor has a direct or indirect financial interest other than the
compensation promised by this contract. Contractor will not have such interest during the term of
this contract. Contractor will immediately advise the General Counsel of FPUD if Contractor
learns of a financial interest of Contractor's during the term of this contract. If Contractor's
participation in another FPUD project would create an actual or potential conflict of interest, in
the opinion of FPUD, FPUD may disqualify Contractor from participation in such other project
during the term of this Contract.

(c) The Contractor may respond to FPUD public procurement request without restriction
during the course of this Contract subject to all the following restrictions:

1. The Contractor shall be disqualified from performing any work, the design or
specification of which was reviewed by the Contractor pursuant to this contract.

2, Full compliance with the provisions of Prohibited Interest, Paragraph 16.

3. Officers, employees, agents and subcontractors of the Contractor under this
Contract, shall not participate in any manner in any other FPUD project with respect to which the
Contractor or subcontractors has an actual or potential direct or indirect economic interest.

16. INDEMNIFICATION:

To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall indemnify, defend (with independent
counsel approved by FPUD) and hold harmless FPUD, and its directors, officers, and employees
from and against all liabilities (including without limitation all claims, losses, damages,
penalties, fines, and judgments, associated investigation and administrative expenses, and
defense costs, including but not limited to reasonable attorneys' fees, court costs and costs of
alternative dispute resolution) regardless of nature or type arising out of or resulting from any
error or negligent or wrongful act or omission of the Contractor or Contractor's officers,
employees, agents, or subcontractors. The Contractor's obligations apply regardless of whether or
not a liability is caused or contributed to by the negligence (including passive negligence) or
other act or omission of FPUD or any party indemnified under this Section. However, to the
extent that liability is caused by the active negligence or willful misconduct of an indemnified
party, the contractors indemnification obligation shall be reduced in proportion to the
indemnified party's share of liability for its active negligence or willful misconduct, if any, but,
the acceptance or approval of the Contractor's work or work: product by FPUD or any of its
directors, officers or employees shall not relieve or' reduce the Contractor's liability. The
provisions of this paragraph survive completion of the services or the termination of this
Contract. The provisions of this Section are not limited by the provisions of Section 17 relating
to insurance.

17 INSURANCE:
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(a) Requirement. Contractor shall procure and maintain during the period of performance of
this contract and for 24 months following completion, insurance from insurance companies
authorized to do business in the State of California, as set forth in this section. These policies
shall be primary insurance as to FPUD so that any other coverage held by FPUD shall not
contribute to any loss under. Contractor's insurance.

General lability: (with coverage at least as broad as ISO form CO 00 01 10 01) coverage
in an amount not less than $1,000,000 general aggregate and $1,000,000 per occurrence for
general liability, bodily injury, personal injury, and property damage.

Automobile liability: (with coverage at least as broad as ISO form CA 00 01 10 01, for
"any auto") coverage in an amount not less than $1,000,000 per accident for personal injury,
including death, and property damage.

Product liability: (errors and omissions) for damage alleged to be as a result of errors,
omissions or negligent acts of Contractor’s production of software/programming/product
coverage in an amount not less than $1,000,000 per claim with a $2,000,000 aggregate.

Workers' compensation and employer's liability: coverage shall comply with the laws of
the State of California, but not less than an employer's liability limit of $1,000,000.

A deductible or retention maybe utilized, subject to approval by FPUD.
(b) Endorsements. The insurance policies shall be endorsed as follows:

For the commercial general liability insurance, FPUD (including its directors, officers,
employees, and agents) shall be named as additional insured, and the policy shall be endorsed
with a form equivalent to ISO form CO 20. 10 10 93, that contain the provisions required by this
contract.

Contractor's insurance is primary to any other insurance available to FPUD with respect
to any claim arising out of this Agreement. Any insurance maintained by FPUD shall be excess
of the Contractor's insurance and shall not contribute with it. The Contractor's endorsement of
insurance shall include a waiver of any rights of subrogation against FPUD, and its directors,
officers, employees and agents.

Contractor's insurance will not be canceled, limited, amended, reduced in coverage
amount, or allowed to expire without renewal until after thirty (30) days' written notice has been
given to FPUD, or after ten (10) days' written notice in the case of cancellation for non-payment
of premium.

(c) Qualifications of Insurer. The insurance shall be provided by an acceptable insurance
provider, as determined by FPUD, which satisfies the following minimum requirements: An
insurance carrier admitted to do business in California and maintaining an agent for process
within the state. Such insurance carrier shall maintain a current A.M. Best rating classification of
“A-" or better and a financial size of "$10 million to $24 million (Class V) or better", or A
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Lloyds of London program provided by syndicates of Lloyds of London and other London
insurance carriers, providing all participants are qualified to do business in California and the
policy provides for an agent for process in the state. Workers' Compensation and Employer's
Liability shall be provided by an A-V rated carrier or by the California State Compensation
Fund. If provided by a carrier other than California State Compensation Fund, Contractor shall
provide proof of the carrier's A-V rating to FPUD.

(d)  Provision of Insurance Prior to Commencement of Services. Before commencing any
services, Contractor shall furnish certificates of insurance and endorsements affecting coverage
on forms provided by FPUD, or on equivalent ISO forms that contain provisions required by this
contract.

18. ACCIDENT REPORT:

Contractor shall immediately report (as soon as feasible, but not more than 24 hours) to FPUD
any accident or other occurrence causing injury to persons or property during the performance of
this Contract. If required by FPUD's Risk Manager, the report shall be made in writing and shall
include, at 3 minimum: (a) the names, addresses, and telephone numbers of the persons involved,
(b) the names, addresses and telephone numbers of any known witnesses, (c) the date, time and
description of the accident or other occurrence.

19. COVENANT AGAINST CONTINGENT FEES:

Contractor agrees that its firm has not employed or retained any company or person, other than a
bona fide employee working for Contractor, to solicit or secure this contract, and that Contractor
has not paid or agreed to pay any company or person, other than. a bona fide employee, any fee,
commission, percentage, brokerage fee, gift, or any other consideration contingent upon, or
resulting from, the award or making of this contract. For breach or violation of this provision,
FPUD shall have the right to terminate this contract without liability, or, in its discretion, to
deduct from the contract price or consideration, or otherwise recover, the full amount of such fee,
commission, percentage, brokerage fees, gift, or contingent fee.

20. TERMINATION OR ABANDONMENT:

(a) FPUD's Rights. FPUD has the right to terminate or abandon any portion or all of the
work by giving ten (10) days' written notice. Upon receipt of a notice of termination, Contractor
shall perform no further work except as specified in the notice. Before the date of termination,
Contractor shall deliver to FPUD all work product, whether completed or not, as of the date of
termination and not otherwise previously delivered. FPUD shall pay Contractor for services
performed in accordance with this contract before the date of termination. If this contract
provides for payment of a lump sum for all services or by task and termination occurs before
completion of the work or any defined task which according to the performance schedule was
commenced before the notice of termination, the fee for services performed shall be based on an
amount mutually agreed to by FPUD and Contractor for the portion of work: completed in
conformance with this contract before the date of termination: In addition, FPUD will reimburse
Contractor for authorized expenses incurred and not previously reimbursed. FPUD shall not be
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liable for any fees or costs associated for the termination or abandonment except for the fees, and
reimbursement of authorized expenses, payable pursuant to this section.

(b) Contractor's Rights. Contractor, if Contractor is not in default or breach, may terminate
Contractor's obligation to provide further services under this contract upon thirty (30) days'
written notice only in the event of a material default by FPUD, which default has not been cured
within thirty (30) days following the written notice.

21.  SUCCESSORS OR ASSIGNS:

All terms, conditions, and provisions of this contract shall apply to and bind the respective heirs,
executors, administrators, successors, and assigns of the parties. Nothing in this paragraph is
intended to affect the limitation on assignment.

22.  DAMAGE OR LOSS OF EQUIPMENT OR FACILITIES:

General Obligation. Contractor shall pay to FPUD the replacement cost of any equipment or
repair cost of any facilities provided by FPUD for Contractor's use in performance of services
that is lost or damaged by Contractor or Contractor's officers, employees, agents or
subcontractors.

23. ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATIONS:

During the course of this contract, communications may occur through sending, receiving or
exchanging electronic versions of documents and e-mails using commercially available computer
software and Internet access. Contractor and FPUD acknowledge that the Internet is occasionally
victimized by the creation and dissemination of so-called viruses, or similar destructive
electronic programs. Contractor and FPUD view the issues raised by these viruses seriously and
have invested in document and e-mail scanning software that identifies and reject files
containing known viruses. Contractor agrees to update its system with the software vendor's
most current releases at regular intervals. Because of the virus scanning software, the respective
computer systems of the parties may occasionally reject a communication. The parties
acknowledge that this occurrence is to be expected as part of the ordinary course of business.
Because the virus protection industry is generally one or two steps behind new viruses, neither
party can guarantee that its respective communications and documents will be virus free.
Occasionally, a virus will escape and go undetected as it is passed from system to system.
Although each party will use all reasonable efforts to assure that its communications are virus-
free, neither party warrants that its documents will be virus free. Each party agrees to advise the
other if it discovers a virus in its respective system that may have been communicated to the

other party.
24. LAWS AND VENUE:

This contract and disputes arising out of or relating to the contract or the parties' relationship are
governed by the laws of the State of California. Any action or proceeding arising out of or
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relating to the contract or the parties' relationship shall be brought in a state or federal court
situated in the County of San Diego, State of California.

25, ADMINISTRATION:

(a) Contractor's principal place of business and agent for service of process. Contractor's
principal place of business is San Marcos, California. Contractor's agent for service of process is
David Cover, Senior Project Manager.

(b) FPUD’s Representative. FPUD’s representative for administration of this contract is
JACK BEBEE, who is the designated Contract Manager. FPUD may change the Contract
Manager at any time upon notice to the Contractor.

(c) Contractor's Representative. The Contractor's representative for administration of this
contract is David Cover, who is designated as the Project Manager. The Contractor may change
the Project Manager upon written notice to and approval by the Contract Manager.

(d) Notices. Any notice or instrument required to be given or delivered by law or this
contract shall be effective upon receipt thereof and shall be by personal service or delivered by
depositing the same in any United States Post Office, registered or certified, postage prepaid,
addressed to:

Garcia v. Governing Board of Bellflower Unified School District 220 Cal. App.4" 1058

Summary: A prevailing party in a California Public Records Act lawsuit is entitled to recover its
attorney fees and costs, even if it is not fully successful in its lawsuit.

Discussion: A former employee of the Bellflower Unified School District (district) made a California
Public Records Act (CPRA) request to the district for the district to produce eight categories of
requested records, after her alleged exposure to mold. The district refused to comply with the
records request and the former employee subsequently brought an action against the district
seeking to compel production of the requested documents.

The trial court ordered the district to produce records from three of the requested categories, but not
from the other five categories. The former employee then moved for an award of attorney fees and
costs. The trial court granted the former employee’s motion for attorney fees and costs, and the

district appealed.

The appellate court affirmed the trial court's decision and remanded the case to impose attorney
fees on appeal. The court ruled that Government Code Section 6259(d) provides that a court shall
award attorney fees and costs to a prevailing petitioner in litigation filed under the CPRA. The court
held a CPRA requester a prevailing petitioner if the requester succeeded on any significant issue in
the litigation and achieved some benefit sought in the lawsuit. The court agreed with the trial court's
determination that the former employee was the prevailing party because the litigation was
necessary to prompt the district to comply with the CPRA request. The court therefore concluded
that because the trial court had ordered the district to produce certain requested documents, the
former employee was the prevailing party and was entitled to recover her attorney fees, including the

fees incurred on appeal.
